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SAFETY 

Arrival & Departure:

CANCELLATION DAYS

HAIR 

The following hair dress codes are required for class. Please do not send children 

into class without observing them.  

 

3-9 Year-Olds: Ballet buns are preferable, but if hair is too short, please pull it 

away from face and neck in a ponytail. 

 

Level I-V: Wear hair neatly in a ballet bun, whispies sprayed down, bangs gelled 

and/or clipped back from face.  

 

 

UPPER SCHOOL NOTE: 

Students may wear warm-ups and t-shirts for the first two exercises of each class.  

After that, we ask that they wear only leotards. 
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PARENT OBSERVATION DAYS  

We realize how important it is for our parents to see the hard work their children are 

doing in class. In order to accommodate this and keep class productivity up, we have an 

observation day on the last class day of the month. During other class times, you may 

watch through the window of the classroom. Exceptions, may be made if a student is 

having difficulty being in the studio room without mother's care.  

 

PREPARING FOR CLASS  

1. Make sure you go to the bathroom before class!!! (especially the little ones) 

2. Please arrive at least 5 minutes early for your class. Please do not enter the 

classroom or leave your child unattended until your class starts! 

 

ETIQUETTE 

Ballet class can be a lot of fun, but being an attentive student is a must! When coming 

to class it is very important that a student is ready to focus and pay attention. 
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ALL-SCHOOL NOTES 
 

Stud pierced earrings are the ONLY jewelry allowed in class.  This means no 

watches, necklaces or rings (unless married.)  You will be asked to remove 

these items. 

 

Ballet shoes should not be worn outside the building: (1) It reduces the life of 

the shoes; and (2) it can bring hazardous materials into the studios that can 

damage the flooring and/or cause injuries for students. 

1. No hanging on barres in the studio. 

2.     No food, drink or chewing gum in  

        class. (Only water bottles.)  

3. No socializing during class. This means NO 

TALKING without raising hand.  

4. No arguing with the instructor about class work.  

Negative attitudes affect the entire class. 

5. Family and friends:  DO NOT INTERRUPT 

CLASS.  Our teachers are instructed to continue 

teaching when parents stick their heads in the door 

to tell them something.  Interruptions interfere 

with the training of students.  Please call your 

instructor instead.
